Fly to Kashgar from Beijing, Shanghai, Hong Kong, or Guangzhou

We can book your entire in-country China travel — plane tickets, hotels, transfers, and more — or any
part that you would like, such as plane tickets only. To guarantee a reservation it must be booked one
month before departure.

Overview

The nice thing about flying through China is that it is dependable and efficient. Beijing, Shanghai, Hong
Kong, and Guangzhou all have large international airports. From one of these points of entry you
continue your flight to Kashgar on one of China’s main carriers, most probably China Southern Airlines.
Chinese airlines have a good safety record. Each day there are multiple flights to Kashgar so that in
case of delay it is relatively easy to re-schedule your flight and still get to Kashgar on time. If you wish,
you can also spend a few extra days exploring China.

Presently, all flights to Kashgar transfer in Urumqi. Normally you take a morning flight to Urumqi and
then catch an afternoon flight to Kashgar, arriving the same day. This year they may start non-stop
flights Beijing-Kashgar. We will keep the website updated of any changes.

Entry ports, in order of convenience, are:

Beijing: Beijing has the most flights to Kashgar and the ticket is slightly cheaper than from
Shanghai, Guangzhou, or Hong Kong. However, this year may not be as convenient
because of the summer Olympics in Beijing. International flights into and out of Beijing
may be tight. Check with your local travel agent.

Shanghai: Shanghai is about as convenient as Beijing. They do not have as many flights to Kashgar
and Shanghai has two airports. You would fly into Pudong airport and depart to Kashgar
from Honggqiao airport.

Guangzhou: There are only a few flights each day from Guangzhou to Kashgar and you may have to
overnight in Urumgqi.

Hong Kong: From Hong Kong you would go overland to Shenzhen, China. There is regular shuttle
service between the Hong Kong and Shenzhen airport. The drive takes between 1-2 hours
and custom formalities take place on the way. From Shenzhen you would fly to Urumaqji;
overnight in Urumqi; then continue to Kashgar on a morning flight the next day.

Please book your International airline ticket as follows:
Arrive China on or before June 30"
Depart China on or after July 25"

Your travel agent booking your international flight may be able to add on the Beijing / Shanghai / Hong
Kong / Guangzhou to Urumgi leg at a discounted fare. Ask them.
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Detailed Itinerary TO Kashgar
30 June Monday Arrive China

Arrive Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou, or Hong Kong. You can arrive earlier but you must not arrive
after this date.

If flying into Beijing we recommend staying in a hotel near the airport or near downtown (Tiananmen
Square area) in the northeast quadrant of the city.

If flying into Shanghai, you will arrive at Pudong International airport. We recommend staying in a hotel
near the airport you will be flying to Kashgar from. Shanghai has two airports — Pudong & Honggqiao.

If flying into Guangzhou we recommend staying in a hotel near the airport.

If flying into Hong Kong you will need to take a bus from the Hong Kong airport to the Shenzhen airport,
as you will be flying out of Shenzhen. Shenzhen is a large city that borders Hong Kong. Contact us for
details if you decide to do this.

01 July Tuesday Arrive Kashgar

You will either take a late morning or early afternoon flight to Urumqi. The flight is between 4-6 hours.
We highly recommend arriving the airport 2 hours before departure in case of unexpected delays.
China closed check-in 30 minutes prior to departure and they are very strict about this. In Urumqi you
will change planes to Kashgar. Transfer time in Urumqi is normally 1-3 hours. If flying in from
Guangzhou or Shenzhen you will most likely have to spend the evening in Urumgi and fly to Kashgar
early the next day. The Urumqi to Kashgar flight is almost 2 hours. One of our staff will personally pick
you up at the Kashgar airport and shuttle you to the Seman Hotel.

02 July Wednesday Kashgar, climb begins
If you are flying in from Guangzhou or Shenzhen you will most likely arrive Kashgar this morning.

Detailed Itinerary FROM Kashgar

23 July Wednesday Base camp - Kashgar
Today we depart base camp and drive back to Kashgar, arriving Kashgar either late afternoon or early
evening. Tonight we will have a farewell banquet.

24 July Thursday Depart Kashgar

Today you will depart Kashgar. (You can stay longer if you would like.) In the morning we shuttle to the
Kashgar airport for your return flight to Urumqi transferring through to Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou, or
Shenzhen. If you are flying back to Guangzhou or Shenzhen, you may have to stay overnight in
Urumqi.

Costs
Flight Beijing — Kashgar one-way: $511 (approximate) Round-trip is double the one-way fair.

Flight Shanghai or Guangzhou or Shenzhen — Kashgar one-way: $565 (approximate) Round-trip is
double the one-way fair.
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Airport — Hotel transfer: $50 for each transfer (includes English speaking guide)
For 2 people traveling together: $30/person for each transfer
For 3 or more people traveling together: $25/person for each transfer

Hotel: $42 and up for standard room. Hotel prices vary depending on hotel grade.
Note: Chinese airlines only allow 20kg / 441bs of checked luggage for free.
